Fire:    Chief Lundstrom reported that is Fire Prevention week and everyone should be checking their smoke alarms.  Additional report is attached. 
Building and Grounds: Starkman oil has checked the furnaces in both the upper and lower hall. New LED lights have been installed on the town hall; these new lights will remain on from dusk until dawn. There is a new fire extinguisher in the kitchen.  The tree near the lower hall that is decorated with our Christmas lights needs to come down.  

 Roads:   Brushing was done on Moose Creek and Victoria.  Sup Floyd requested a 
quote from Phil Hegfors and Sons for 2013-2014 snow plowing. Motion was made by 
Sup Anderson seconded by Sup Schatz to accept the quote of $4,440.00 for the 
township roads adding Bradach Road would change it to $5,167.88.  Motion passes.

Treasurer’s Report:  Presented:  Investment Activity, Current Investments, Payroll and Claims and Claims List for Approval. Motion was made by Sup Anderson and seconded by Sup Schatz to accept the treasures report as read.  A motion was made by Sup Floyd and seconded by Sup Carlson to close the regular checking account at Frandsen Bank and keep only the money market account. Motion carried.  
Old Business:  
1. Bradach Road; Motion was made by Sup Anderson seconded by Sup Carlson to support Bradach road with snowplowing and class 5 material that they apply,  This will be financed by budget and new road funds.  The motion was amended that this would be done if the ditching, cutting and legal easements be taken care of by December 1, 2013.  Motion carried 3 to 1. Supervisors, Schatz, Anderson and Carlson voted Yey, Supervisor Floyd voted nay.

    1.   Free Assessor Services;  Motion made by Sup Carlson seconded by Sup Anderson to go with County Assessor as of January 1, 2014.  Motion carried.


     2.  Fuel Contract;  Motion made by Sup Floyd seconded by Sup Anderson that Como Fuel at the price of 1.19.9 per gallon and provided fees are less than .10 per gallon be awarded the town hall  contract. Motion passes.  With a vote of 3 to 1.
                3.   Fireman’s compensation: Jim Sutherland will contact MAT regarding this question.

                4.  Tax Forfeited Land.  Town Board is not interested in this purchase.
